Course title:  Advanced French  II 
 
Course code: LFR 202 / LFR 202E

Course description: 
After a brief revision of basic conjugations, students will develop their vocabulary 
knowledge through various texts  from their textbook (part II) 
Discussions in class on the various topics will bring the oral practice and the opportunity 
to learn French culture and history. Selected grammatical difficulties will be reviewed 
and completed.  Advanced essay writing will be practiced.  Extended oral presentations 
and a complete study of a theater play and its author will be part of the course as well as 
watching and explaining video-taped current events.  
 
Course objectives:  
By the end of the course, the student will be able to : 
 
- Understand spoken and written French at an advanced level, including current events, 
while getting to know French culture, society and some literature.                 
 
 - Know new, specialized vocabulary in various areas.  
 
- Master a broader knowledge, in "grammar and expression", as shown in the contents of 
the course. 
 
- Express himself/herself, both orally and in writing, using critical thinking, newly 
acquired knowledge, essay writing techniques, stressing creativity and position taking. 
 
- Master the essential techniques for a quality oral presentation in front of a group. 
 
- Count a new experience of reading in full a French work of literature and watching a 
French theater play in town. 
   
- Pursue and deepen his/her experience in French, in the various areas studied in class. 
 
Grade weighting scheme:  
The student’s grade will be determined as follows : 
Semester work  = Homework, Class work, Quizzes and Student’s Attitude ( 40% )  +    
mid-term exam, including dictation ( 20%.) 
 Final exam   : 40% (written and oral ).
